By far our most successful film, this 27-minute documentary exposes efforts by the Florida Legislative Investigative Committee (known as the notorious Johns Committee) to fire or expel more than 200 gay or lesbian students and professors at Florida’s public universities from 1957-1965. It was produced with Dr. Robert Cassanello in our co- taught Honors Advanced Documentary Workshop class. After the class ended, Dr. Cassanello and I worked another six months to complete the first version of the film. It won a Suncoast Regional Emmy Award in 2014.
